EXPLANATION OF PARISH EXPENSES
As promised last weekend in the newsletter, | am providing this weekend
some information about our Parish finances to illustrate more transparently
our many expenses incurred here within Surfers Paradise Parish. | continue
to receive positive feedback in relation to my promise to share with you, the
people of the Parish, some of our financial challenges in 2012 and beyond.

We need to understand (as the published graph will demonstrate) that the
2011 expenses do not include Clergy salaries or housekeeping, as these expenses come
from the first collection. The graph for 2011 only includes ‘Clergy Parish’ expenses such as
cars, supplies and hospitality. From 2012, all Clergy expenses are included in one total.

In other words, please maintain your support of the first collection to ensure the level of
financial support we have experienced in the past. It would be a mistake to think for example
that we could dispense with the first collection given that people have been used to
supporting both collections. Any thought of neglecting one collection at the expense of the
other would severely limit the income that we have relied upon for many years.

Also, because we are a holiday destination, many visitors happily place their offerings on both
collections. Once again, to have only one collection in these circumstances would be
detrimental to our weekly offerings.

Please note, therefore, that the 2012 graph will include all Parish expenses. This means that
Clergy salaries, housekeeping expenses, medical insurance costs, cars, etc will appear in the
breakdown of total expenditures for the Parish.

The 2012 figures will be estimated, of course, but you will get the sense very quickly that,
whilst doing everything possible to reduce overall expenditure, we are still going to be under
financial pressure to meet all of our costs.

What | want us to recognise is that we have a very committed, qualified Parish Staff who
regularly work “extra time” to serve you in so many ways. Whilst a large slice of our yearly
expenditure is taken up by Salaries and Administration, it is one of the consequences of a huge
Parish like ours. If we want to offer the service, then we have to be prepared to financially
support the Mission and Outreach of the Parish.

Thank you for the response from those who have already increased their giving to the Parish.
Be assured that we are doing everything possible to achieve a sustainable situation. The fact
remains, of course, that your financial contributions are essential. | do not take these for
granted but sincerely thank you for your efforts in this regard.
